Full Cross Stitch

Be sure that all your stitches lie in the same direction. Bottom stitches should lie from bottom left to upper right and top stitches from bottom right

to upper left. Work stitches from the bottom to the top of the stitch, from left to right, then cross them as you work from right to left, still coming up
at the bottom of each stitch and going down at the top.
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
